b) The following results of previous applications were received:
i) App no: 18/00057/OUT Erection of a permanent agricultural workers dwelling. Location: Milcombe House, North Lane, Hardington Mandeville. Applicant: Miss V Turner. Application approved with conditions.

i) App no:18/00470/FUL Removal of an existing carport and the erection of a replacement double garage, and the erection of a two storey side extension and new roof (amended design) to dwellinghouse. (Re-submission of 17/0023836/FUL). Location: Oakenlea, West Coker Hill. Applicant: Mr and Mrs A King. Application Refused.  SSDC are in discussions with the applicant to resolve the issue with the amended roof design.

b) ND thanked St Mary Church PCC for the £450 donation towards the disabled parking bay, following a successful jumble sale and reported that he had now instructed the contractors to begin work.
c) The 4 HGV signs at Hill End crossroads have now been repaired.
d) There were no updates in relation to the repainting of the “SLOW” signs on Pig Hill and on the corner of the Moor Lane junction.
e) ND stated he would continue to chase up the patch-repairing of Y10/51 now the new financial year has begun.
