5. DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLOR`S REPORTS (BY INVITATION)

The Chairman read a letter from Baroness Cathy Bakewell announcing her decision to stand down from the District Council in this year’s elections.  Cathy has been a Councillor for 26 years and her help and support with numerous local issues has been greatly appreciated by the PC and they wish her all the best.

6. PLANNING AND PLANNING APPLICATIONS
a) The following application was received:

i) App no: 19/00824/HOU Erection of single storey front and rear extensions to dwelling house and erection of domestic workshop extension to existing garage. Location: Trelisk, Hardington Moor. Applicant Mr and Mrs A.J.Maclean. There were no objections.
b) There were no planning applications received after publication of this agenda.  
c) There were no results of applications received after publication of the agenda.
d) The planning application for the erection of 3 dwellings and formation of a new vehicular access at Land North of Tall Elms, Broadstone Lane is to be reviewed by SSDC Committee in a public meeting to be held on June 5th 2019, 2.00pm.

e) The Chairman reported that an SSDC planning officer has arranged a site meeting with the owner to discuss the unapproved mobile home, barn and use of land at Hardington Marsh.
7. HIGHWAYS 
a) ND’s monthly report had been previously circulated. 
b) Notification of a Temporary Road Closure starting on the 22nd May 2019 has been received. The stretch of road covered by the closure is on the High Street, 30m north of the junction with Penn Lane, northwards for a distance of 95 metres. Work is being carried out by Wessex Water and is expected to last one day (0800-1700).

c) Once again NC has emailed SSC regarding the grit bin re-filling, but has not received a reply. NC agreed to email MK asking if he could look into this.
d) It was reported that the issue of excessive surface water running from the drain at the top of Pig Hill onto the driveway of Moor Cottage had been resolved.
e) Following East Coker’s recent introduction of new speed limits throughout the village, it was decided that the PC should investigate this to determine if it is an option for Hardington roads.  This will be discussed once further information is obtained.

8. PARISH ISSUES
a) The Chairman reported that he is waiting for South West Ambulance Service Commercial department to provide a price for defibrillator training.
9. COMMUNITY FIELD
a) Having received communication from SSDC that they are no longer providing their annual playground inspection service, the Clerk is liaising with other Clerks in the area to determine the most competitive alternative.

b) The Chairman has carried out minor maintenance work to the Zip Wire.
