Before the meeting commenced there was an opportunity for the public to speak:
Baroness Bakewell spoke regarding the application for a modification of the definitive map under item 12.c). While the quotes given in the application are accurate, she does not support the application.
Several parishioners then spoke regarding the Mandeville Arms planning pre-application. The following comments were made:

· In the application the success of the Mandeville Arms is not given in a favourable light. Prior to 2010 the pub was very successful and there is no reason why this could not replicated in the future.

· There is no mention that one of the previous tenants had the business valued with the intent to purchase.  This offer was rejected.

· The application mentions the Village Hall Bar as an alternative option, however there is no physical bar in the village hall and the community licence is only available for those that hire the village hall.

· A parishioner enquired as to whether the letting rooms would be owner-occupied or let. 

Clive Miller, who is the agent for this application, then spoke to summarise the contents of the application.  As the pub has been listed as an “Asset of Community Value” they are keen to move carefully through the process, while making viable propositions. The intention would be to obtain outline planning permission for the 2 detached properties so that these sites could then be sold to developers and the proceeds used to re-model the pub.
Further concerns were then raised regarding lack of parking.  Parishioners felt that 5 spaces would not be enough to make the pub viable and queried where customers in excess of this were expected to park.  Mr Miller response was that SCC guidelines for Commercial and Residential properties had been followed.

Several parishioners felt that smaller, lower value properties would be desirable in the area surrounding the pub, in line with previously identified village requirements.  Mr Miller responded that this would then result in the need for additional parking spaces.

2. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 16th JULY 2019 (Already Circulated)

4. MATTERS OF REPORT ARISING FROM THE PREVIOUS MINUTES

5. DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLOR`S REPORTS (BY INVITATION)

MK, GS and NC’s reports had been previously circulated.
6. PLANNING AND PLANNING APPLICATIONS

a) The following planning applications were received:

i) App no:19/01998/HOU The erection of an entrance porch and a detached double garage with a studio over. Location: Holly Tree Cottage, Moor Lane.  Applicant Mr& Mrs M Nitti. The SSDC deadline for PC comments had already passed for this application, however there were no objections
ii) App No: 19/01818/FUL The partial conversion of existing stables into staff accommodation and installation of adjoining lunge ring. Location: Hewingbere Farm, Britton House Stud, New Road, Haselbury Plucknett. Applicant: Corps. There were no objections.
iii) App no: 19/01883/HOU and 19/01884/LBC The formation of a terrace to the North elevation of the property to include: main access steps to the reinstated historic access driveway to the North, smaller side steps to the West and East sides of the terrace, and the adaptation of an existing sash window opening to provide sympathetically designed timber double doors for access directly to the reinstated kitchen.  Location: Hardington House, Rectory Lane. Applicant: Mr and Mrs Paxton. The Clerk stated that according to the SSDC website these applications have been withdrawn, however there were no objections.
iv) App no: 19/01991/HOU Erection of a Single Storey Extension. Location:  Ashwood High Street. Applicant: Mr & Mrs D. Griffiths. This application was included in the agenda in anticipation that the documents would be available for review at this month’s meeting but unfortunately, they weren’t.
b) There were no planning applications received after publication of this agenda.

c) The following result of a previous application was received:

i) App no: 19/01211/HOU Rear single storey extension to existing house, with flat roof and glazed lantern. Location: Cherry Tree Cottage, High Street, Hardington Mandeville. Applicant: Mr & Mrs David Farmery. Application approved.

d) There were no results of previous planning applications received after publication of agenda.

e) The PC members gave their views on the Mandeville Arms Planning pre-application. These were similar to those already given by parishioners and it was resolved that the PC could not support the application in its current form.
f) Regarding the unapproved mobile home, barn and use of land at Hardington Marsh, the only update received was that Tim Wills (SSDC Development Officer) would contact the land owner again for a response to his queries.

g) Notice of a Tree Preservation Order for land off Broadstone Lane has been received.
7. HIGHWAYS 
a) ND reported that he had received a response regarding his latest issues raised and that SCC Highways refused to acknowledge that the metal sheet repair supporting the bank at Chinnock Brook (on its stretch between North Lane and the Moor Lane Bridleway) was inadequate and potentially dangerous.  They have therefore not agreed to any further action.
b) The clerk agreed to pass details to ND to make enquiries, regarding the possibility of SLOW signs being painted on the road at the bottom of West Coker Hill.
c) Several areas of the footpath between Moor Lane and the Shop have now been highlighted with spray paint for repair, and so hopefully the surface deterioration issue will be resolved in the near future.

d) The clerk agreed to pass details to ND to make enquiries, regarding the collapsing east end of the wall along the triangle at the top of North Lane.  
8. PARISH ISSUES
a) RC stated that the defibrillator training course is to be held on Thursday 7th, November at 6.00 pm. 
b) JC reported that she had looked into possible options for repairing the door to the telephone box but all were very expensive.  JC agreed to contact a local carpenter for a quote and/or repair advice.
9. COMMUNITY FIELD
a) A comprehensive Annual Inspection report has been received from the Play Inspection Company. The majority of the play equipment was fine with just a couple of minor adjustments required.  The log structure and the wooden posts however were showing some more serious deterioration and action is required to address this issue.  Touchwood who originally supplied the structures are likely to be very expensive. The Clerk agreed to contact Rob Parr at SSDC to determine who supplied their wooden structures at various Council run sites.

b) RC has spoken to the land owner regarding the cropping issue on Footpath Y7/6 Pendomer to Grove Farm, Hardington Marsh.
c) Several parishioners have received notification of an application for a modification to the definitive map. The Applicant is from Norfolk and references a map from 1886 that shows a footpath running from Rectory Lane to the Church and another running from Rectory Lane to the Mandeville Arms. These footpaths are shown to run through several properties.  It is thought it was originally intended as a short cut for the Vicar. 
RC proposed that he write to the applicant explaining that these paths are not needed and therefore won’t be used and there is no justification for re-instating them.
