1. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE 
Apologies were received from Clare Middleton, Jane Humby, Neil Dyer and Mark Keating (County Councillor) 

2. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 15th JANUARY 2019 (Already Circulated)
The minutes were approved and signed by the Chairman as correct records of the meeting.

3. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

4. MATTERS OF REPORT ARISING FROM THE PREVIOUS MINUTES

5. DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLOR`S REPORTS (BY INVITATION)

Mark Keating’s report had been previously circulated.
Gina Seaton reported on the following topics:

· A presentation from the acting Housing and Welfare Manager 
· The Council Tax Support Scheme for those with low income.

· A presentation from the Citizens Advice Bureau.

· The upcoming consultation for the latest SSDC 5-Year housing supply plan.
6. PLANNING AND PLANNING APPLICATIONS
a) The following application was received:

i) App No: 18/03665/HOU and App No: 18/036666/LBC Construction of new stone boundary wall, garages, lean to sheds and creation of doorway in garden wall (part retrospective). Location: Hardington House, Rectory Lane. Applicant: Mr and Mrs Simon and Karen Paxton. There were no objections.
b) There were no planning applications received after publication of this agenda.  
c) The following results of applications were received after publication of the agenda:
i) App no: 19/00035/TPO Notice of approval has been received to carry out tree surgery work to a Chestnut Tree included within SSDC TPO. Location: The Walled Garden, Rectory Lane. Applicant: Mr Gerald Boord.
d) For information only: App No: 19/00093/TPO Application to carry out tree works to various species as shown within the TPO SSDC (HAMA 1) 2018 confirmed 3.9.18 Location: Orchard Cottage, Moor Lane, Hardington Mandeville. Applicant: Mr Stephen Baker.

e) Work on the former Moor End Nursery site is now in full swing; More than 3400 tonnes of earth (189 loads) has already been removed from the site, and foundations for two of the properties have been laid. Brickwork is due to start in six weeks’ time.
f) There was no update regarding the erection of a building and use of land at Hardington Marsh.

g) There was no update regarding the unapproved mobile home at Holtens, near Hill End.

7. HIGHWAYS 
a) RC reported that ND is currently unwell and sent him best wishes from all the PC. 
b) RC reported that the precautionary gritting network has been re-instated throughout Somerset (with immediate effect) following a high volume of complaints after the recent snowfall.

c) RC reported that he had contacted SSC regarding the grit bin re-filling. They had replied that their programme of filling grit bins was ongoing. NC agreed to chase-up.
d) AW reported that the issue of excessive surface water running from the drain at the top of Pig Hill onto the driveway of Moor Cottage is ongoing. AW is pursuing this through his home insurance. The Clerk agreed to contact MK to see if he is able to help resolve this issue.

e) RC reported that SCC Highways have raised a jetting order following his request to clear the blocked drain on the South Side of Moor Lane, beyond the entrance of Royal Oak Farm, in addition to the drains on North Lane. This should be carried out by the end of March. They have also said the metal plate covering the drain at the entrance to the Royal Oak Car Park is a temporary safe measure, as a road closure is required to carry out permanent repairs.

f) The Chairman has been in regular communication with the Moor End Nursery developers, Shepperton Homes, and SCC Highways. There are currently yellow highlights identifying those surface issues to be repaired by Shepperton Homes, and orange highlights to identify those issues to be repaired by SCC.
8. PARISH ISSUES
a) The Chairman invited suggestions for this year’s Annual Assembly speaker. None were made at this time.
b) The Clerk reported that CH was proposing a date of Saturday 16th March for the Village Litter Pick.  The clerk agreed to contact CH to confirm this so that it could be advertised in the next Messenger.

c) A resolution was passed to make a donation of £200 towards St.Mary’s Church Insurance costs. 

9. COMMUNITY FIELD
a) As the PC have been content with the standard of work carried out by the current ground maintenance contractors it was decided not to carry out a review at this time.
10. RISK MANAGEMENT

11. FINANCE

· Stained notice board at Mandeville Arms

· Strimmed around seat at Townsend Farm.
· Strimmed Moor Lane and dug out ditch.
· Scraped up silt on Lower Lyatts Farm road and cleared covered drains.

· Dig out ditch on North Lane (North of community field and below double gateway).

14. CORRESPONDENCE 
a) RC mentioned that an email had been received a charity called FWAG giving details of an online auction tool to allow Farmers to bid for funding for flood prevention work on their land.
