Before the meeting commenced there was an opportunity for the public to speak:
No items were brought for discussion.
1. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE 
Apologies were received from Clare Middleton, Mark Keating (County Councillor) and Nicola Clark (District Councillor).
2. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 21st JANUARY 2020(Already Circulated)
Following a minor adjustment to section 9.a) to correct the Litter Pick date (14th March), the minutes were approved and signed by the acting Chairman as correct records of the meeting.

3. COUNCILLOR VACANCY

The Chairman asked Councillors to spread the word that there is a vacancy on the PC. The Clerk agreed to include a note in the Messenger.
4. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

JH declared an interest in section 6.b)i) and 6.e).
5. MATTERS OF REPORT ARISING FROM THE PREVIOUS MINUTES

None.

5a.  DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLOR`S REPORTS (BY INVITATION)

MK and NC’s reports had been previously circulated.
GS gave her apologies that she has been unwell over the last month and unable to attend Council meetings.
6. PLANNING AND PLANNING APPLICATIONS

a) Following discussion regarding the possibility of a neighbourhood plan, the Chairman spoke to the Chairman of East Coker Parish Council (who have recently introduced a neighbourhood plan), to establish their views. They said that it was an enormous task that took a very long time and a lot of money. The Parish Council were quite disappointed recently when SSDC approved a planning application for 3 houses on an area designated as green space by the plan. They felt the plan has made little difference and has been ignored by SSDC.
b) The following planning applications were received:

i) App No: 20/00099/HOU Alterations and the erection of a two storey rear and side extension and a car shelter/garden store. Location: Moor Cross, Moor Lane. Applicant: Mrs Ruth Hill. There were no objections.

ii) App Nos: 20/00465/HOU + 20/00075/LBC Listed Building Consent for the formation of a terrace to the North elevation of the property to create external amenity space and improved access. Reinstatement of lime render facing material to principal and North elevations. Location: Hardington House. Applicant: Mr and Mrs Paxton. There were no objections.
iii)  App No: 19/03472/FUL & 19/03473/LBC Application to demolish existing cottage and for the erection of 1 No replacement dwelling. Location: White Vine Farm Cottage, Common Lane. Applicant: Mr and Mrs Appleby. There were no objections.
c) There were no planning applications received after publication of this agenda.

d) The following results of previous applications were received.

i) App No: 19/03311/COL Certificate of lawfulness for the continued use of existing static caravan ancillary to dwelling (use Class C3). Location: Ridgemoor, Hardington Moor.  Applicant: Mr Peter Whiteman. Application Permitted.
ii) App No: 19/03324 Outline application for the demolition of existing agricultural buildings and the erection of 2 No. dwellings. Location: Walnut tree Farm, Lyatts. Applicant Mrs S Collins. Application withdrawn.

iii)  App No: 19/03188/HOU Alterations and erection of a two-storey extension to form new entrance at front of dwelling-house and erection of a detached double garage with home office/storage space in the roof above. Location: Windrush, Pig Hill. Applicant: Mr and Mrs Montrose. Application approved.
e) Tim Wills from SSDC planning authority has sent an email to the PC updating them on the unapproved building and business use of land at Hardington Marsh. A planning contravention notice has been sent to the landowner to obtain information on the activities on the land and when they began.  This has been completed and reviewed, and Mr Wills is now seeking clarification on some points.  If the landowner relies on the 2008 planning permission for a barn, then a lawful development certificate will be required.  This is determined on evidence and law and not on planning merit. 
f) RC stated that he had written to SSDC planning department expressing disappointment that Hardington Mandeville PC had not been consulted on the recent Waterfalls (previously Merry Moles) planning application to add a granny-annexe to the property.  While the property is not within Hardington Parish, it is highly visible from many areas within the village. Hardington PC have always been consulted on applications relating to this property in the past.

g) RC commented that concerns had been raised that building materials are being delivered to the Mandeville Arms while planning permission has not yet been decided.

7. HIGHWAYS 
a) ND reported that most of the issues raised in his report have been allocated for repair.
b) With regards to the speeding issue on West Coker Hill, ND agreed to contact MK to determine if he has made any progress obtaining results of the SCC speeding survey previously carried out on West Coker Hill.
c) It was agreed that the damaged/deteriorated neighbourhood watch signs should be added to the rangers list for removal.

d) A Stage 3 Safety Audit has now been carried out to assess the junction of Moor Lane with the entrance to the new Moor Lane development.  It was confirmed that there is no need to have any white priority markings on the road junction.  This audit should satisfy Highways when Shepperton Homes submit an application for highway adoption.
e) Notice has been received for the temporary closure of Broadstone Lane from the junction with High Street, northwestwards for a distance of 290 metres. Effective on 20 February 2020. BT OpenReach works are expected to last for 3 days (09:30-15:30).

f) Notice has been received for the temporary closure of Lynch Lane from 468m east of the junction with North Lane, eastwards for a distance of 25 metres. Effective on 24th February 2020. Wessex Water works are expected to last for 5 days.

8. FOOTPATHS

a) The PC are still waiting for a response to their letter to Mr Saint (Rights of Way Officer) asking him to consider fast-tracking the investigation of the Rectory Lane application.  
b) Regarding the right of way between Moor Lane to the Community Field (Y10/50), SCC’s legal representative maintains that the area of land from Ernest’s house to Weavers Cottage cannot be dedicated as a Bridal Way as ownership has not been proved. It is only a definitive right of way to footpath status. In order to achieve the higher status either an application to modify the definitive map could be submitted (although there is currently a backlog of 30 years(!)), or a creation order could be made for the area where it is not clear who has absolute title.  They would be willing to waive the staff costs for a creation order but the PC would need to cover the advertising costs which could be a few hundred pounds.
9. PARISH ISSUES
a) CM is organising a village litter pick for Saturday 14th March.
b) JH is organising an event for the VE Day celebrations on Friday 8th May. This will be held at the community field and include Morris dancers, a bar, games and possibly a band.  
c) The Chairman asked councilors if they could follow up on any suggestions for an Annual Assembly speaker (to be held on 21st April).
d) A resolution was passed to donate £200 to St Mary’s Church PCC.

10. COMMUNITY FIELD
a) Following discussion, a resolution was passed to go ahead with the SSDC quotation to replace the deteriorated timber play structures. The Clerk agreed to liaise with Paul McNeill from SSDC to determine their availability to do the work. 
b) Twenty or so small trees have been collected from SSDC as part of the ‘Great Parish Tree Giveaway’. These will need planting asap. Some will be planted at the Community field and a few will be planted on MW’s land on the edge of the road on Primrose Hill. 
11. RISK MANAGEMENT

· Install new footpath sign (to replace existing) on Y10/18 at the bottom of the steps on Broadstone Lane (near Tall Elms).
· Repair existing footpath sign at Lyatts/Penn Lane junction.

· Finish painting the lettering black on the ‘Pendomer’ signpost at the bottom on Penn Lane.
