1. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE

2. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 18th JANUARY 2022 (Already Circulated)
The minutes were approved as correct records of the meeting.

3. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

4. MATTERS OF REPORT ARISING FROM THE PREVIOUS MINUTES

a) RC attended the SCC Carbon Literacy Training and had circulated his summary report. 
5. DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLOR`S REPORTS (BY INVITATION)

NC report had been previously circulated. 
6. PLANNING AND PLANNING APPLICATIONS

a) There were now new planning applications received after publication of the agenda.
b) The following planning application decision was reported:

i) App No: 21/03501/HOU Proposed two storey side and rear extension to dwelling, internal alterations and the change of use of land to extension to domestic garden and the erection of garage. Location: 355 Hardington Marsh Road. Application approved.
c) There was no update regarding the potential planning breach of a second mobile home sited at Holtens on Barry Lane. 
d) There was no update regarding the unauthorised business use of land and buildings at Hardington Marsh.
7. HIGHWAYS 
a)  AM’s highways report was previously circulated. He has once again chased SCC for a date for the repair of the collapsed drainpipe under the road at the Moor Lane/Pig Hill junction. A formal road closure will be required.
b)  The report for the specialist survey of Chinnock Hollow, carried out in October, has still not been received and so there has been no progress on this issue. District Councilors are holding a public meeting to discuss the issues on Friday 18th December at 7.30pm. However, there is uncertainty as to whether SCC will be sending a representative.
c) The A30 closure at Haselbury has resulted in large volumes of traffic using Hardington roads as an un-official diversion route. There have already been several reports of traffic incidences, including damage to cars and pedestrian near-misses. It was agreed a letter should be written to the police asking for them to consider taking action to prevent further incidences.

d) MW was asked if he could take action to clear mud of the road at the top end of Moor Lane and the bottom end of Penn Lane (past Prospect Farm).

8. FOOTPATHS

a) Landowner permission has been received to replace the stile in the paddock behind Beech Cottage (Y10/16 Rectory Lane) with a new footpath gate. SCC have been notified of this).
9. PARISH ISSUES
a) JC is waiting to hear back from the Barwick & Stoford Clerk regarding litter-pick risk assessments.
b) Natural England have begun work to the Nature Reserve entrance, to provide an access for disability scooters, by reducing the hedge-bank whilst the hedge is in dormancy.
Their next job will be to surface the pathway, remove the existing gate and install a wider gate at a different angle.

c) RC is hopeful that it will be an option to make the area of common land at the Nursery Gardens development into a wildflower area. This will have to wait until Shepperton homes have passed the maintenance of this area over to the residents. It will be then be up to the residents if they wish to make it a wildflower area.
d) The Clerk took an action to contact SSDC the Streetscene team to ask if they will consider emptying an additional dog poo bin (to be located on Y10/51 Moor Lane to shop).

e) JC and CM agreed to set up a meeting at the village hall and invite parishioners to discuss options for the Queen’s jubilee celebrations. The potential date for this is Wednesday 2nd March at 7.30pm.

10. COMMUNITY FIELD
a) A resolution was passed to agree to the WI’s request for them to purchase a tree for the Community Field for the “Queen’s Green Canopy”. The Chairman has spoken to Hardingon’s local tree expert and he agreed that the area North of the wildflower patch would be a suitable location for a Beech tree. The Clerk agreed to contact the WI.  
b) The Clerk has been looking at other possible options for the S.106 funding of £2323 available for Youth Facilities. One option would be an in-ground trampoline.  While this would be popular with users and a cheaper option than the basketball hoop, there were a number of disadvantages.  These included drainage and maintenance problems.  Following discussion, a resolution was passed to go ahead with the basketball hoop and hard-standing. The Clerk took an action to obtain 3 quotes as required by PC regulations.
