Before the meeting commenced there was an opportunity for the public to speak:
The Chairman gave Bill Turner’s apology and said that our thoughts are with him and his family through his recent illness.
Karen Dodge thanked the PC for asking the Ranger to paint the Village Hall car park wall – it is a great improvement.  In response to being asked if there were any other village hall jobs that could be carried out by the Ranger, Karen said the leaves from the right-hand-side of the hall needed clearing and the hand-rail that runs beneath the defibrillator requires painting.  Also the car park wall could do with a second coat in places.
Tim Watkins reported that he had tailored the SSDC Privacy notice into a suitable reference for the website.  He thought that the PC should also consider adopting this document in some way.

The Chairman reported that he had received a letter from Paul Vallis announcing his resignation (with immediate effect) from the Parish Council due to personal reasons. The Chairman thanked Paul for his time and contribution to the PC over the last few years.

4. MATTERS OF REPORT ARISING FROM THE PREVIOUS MINUTES

5. DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLOR`S REPORTS (BY INVITATION)

Gina Seaton gave a summary of her report: 
· There was no full council meeting in June
· The Area South meeting included a report from the Environmental Services Team (formally Streetscene). This department now includes additional services including a waste recycling service, management of the crematorium, and an MOT station at the Lufton depot.
· There was also an update on the Yeovil Refresh Project.

· There will be an update on the Western Corridor Project on the 5th September.

· Several planning applications were discussed including the Yeovil College overflow car park, Brimsmore Key Site and iAero (Bunford Lane).

Mark Keating’s report had previously been circulated. He added that SCC can support the PC with a standard letter if there are any issues with overhanging hedges from privately owned land.  Also environmental services are able to offer road-sweeping services if required.
6. PLANNING AND PLANNING APPLICATIONS
a) Planning applications received:

i) App no: 18/02106/DPO Application to discharge a S106 agreement dated 10th March 1997 between South Somerset District Council, Philip Bartrup Stanley Partridge and Margaret Rose Partridge in relation to planning permission 96/01839/FUL and non fragmentation of agricultural tie. Location: Lyatts Poultry Farm, Lyatts Hill. Applicant: Mrs Partridge. RC explained that this was a necessary formality following the removal of the agricultural tie.  There were no objections.

b) There were no applications received after publication of the agenda.
c) There were no results of previous applications received after publication of this agenda.

d) There were no other planning issues.
7. HIGHWAYS 
a) ND’s report identified 2 new potholes. 
b) Work has now begun on the disabled parking bay and shouldn’t take more than a few days to complete.
c) ND contacted Gary Warren to chase up the repainting of the “SLOW” signs on Pig Hill and on the corner of the Moor Lane junction and the response stated that it was on their list of jobs!
d) RC has emailed Mike Fear requesting further attention is given to improving Y10/51.  This included photos of a wheelchair user trying to negotiate the path. Mike’s response was that there was no funding in place for widening the path.  RC agreed to contact Chris Cooper to determine if environmental services might be able to tarmac the path, following mention of this service in Gina’s report.
e) There were no other issues.
8. PARISH ISSUES
a) There is no policy in place to determine what adverts are displayed on the Hardington website. There is currently a mix of local and non-local adverts.  It was agreed that only adverts for either locals with businesses based in the village or those businesses run by people outside the village but held within the village (eg. some village hall groups) should be allowed to advertise on the website.
It was also agreed that the PC would review the tailored privacy notice for consideration for adoption by the PC at next month’s meeting.
9. COMMUNITY FIELD
a) RC reported that the bike track maintenance had been completed and thanked James White, Andrew Middleton and Rob White for their help in doing this. 
b) RC reported that the zip wire problem had happened again, but that it is still working. The site visit by Playdale identified a worn bearing. RC was shown how to fix this.  The cost of the site visit was £120.

· Paint Village Hall hand-rail that runs along the right-hand side wall (below defibrillator).

· Give second coat of paint to Village Hall Car Park wall where necessary.
· Paint rendered area of external Village Hall wall.

14. CORRESPONDENCE

a) A parishioner has sent a letter to the PC raising concerns about the dilapidated state of the Mandeville Arms.  They were enquiring if there was anything that could be done to improve the situation.  It was agreed to agenda this for discussion for the August meeting.
15. VILLAGE HALL COMMITTEE UDATE

Peter Bysouth gave an update on behalf of the VHC:

· An asbestos survey is to be carried out as part of the asbestos management plan.
· There are still spaces on the “tea and toes” event to be held next week.

· A replacement PC representative for the VHC will need to be appointed following Paul’s resignation.

· The VHC currently has no permanent chairman (a temporary one is elected at each meeting)

· The Players are keen to install a stage curtain and are hoping the PC can help with funding.

· The VHC are also considering a screen and PA system.

· Events planned for the upcoming year include a square dance, wine-tasting, a magic show and the Turkey Supper.
