Before the meeting commenced there was an opportunity for the public to speak:
No items were brought for discussion.
1. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE 
Apologies were received from Ernest Kong, Malcolm White, Clare Middleton, Mark Keating(County Councillor) and Neil Dyer.
2. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 18th JUNE 2019 (Already Circulated)
The minutes were approved and signed by the Chairman as correct records of the meeting.

3. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

4. MATTERS OF REPORT ARISING FROM THE PREVIOUS MINUTES

None.
5. DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLOR`S REPORTS (BY INVITATION)

MK, GS and NC’s reports had been previously circulated.
GS and NC are in the process of putting together a report on the subject of Coker Ward Leisure and Community projects that require attention (and therefore funding). For Hardington this included the Village Hall flat roof over the main entrance hall.

6. PLANNING AND PLANNING APPLICATIONS

a) There were no planning applications received after publication of this agenda.

b) The following result of a previous application was received:

i) App no: 19/01279/LBC Alterations to boundary wall to create a vehicular access. Location: Land North of Tall Elms, Broadstone Lane, Hardington Mandeville. Applicant: Mr G Boord. Application approved.

c) There were no results of previous planning applications received after publication of agenda.

d) There was no progress update regarding the unapproved mobile home, barn and use of land at Hardington Marsh. The Clerk agreed to contact Tim Wills, SSDC Planning Officer, to ask for an update once again.
e) SSDC have stated that they have stopped the Planning Weekly List Email Service as it was unsupported and out of date and therefore had to be removed. While an alternative website search method can be used, it was viewed that this was a lot less convenient and it was agreed that the PC should continue to request that the weekly email is re-introduced.
f) RC reported that he has spoken with the Moor End site manager who has said the mains water will need to be diverted around the mains sewer pipes in order to connect them.
7. HIGHWAYS 
a) Notice of a temporary Road Closure has been received. The area of road is Moor Lane from 180m north west of the junction with Pig Hill, north-westwards for a distance of 90 metres. This will be effective from the 5th August 2019 and works are expected to last for 20 days. 
b) The Clerk has received a request from a parishioner asking that consideration is given to the verges along West Coker Hill if in the future a private contractor is brought in to cut the verges.  The same parishioner also stated they would like to see “SLOW” signs painted on the road on the bend near the bottom of West Coker Hill.  The PC agreed that this would be a non-costly and non-invasive approach to slowing down traffic.  NC agreed to pass this request on to ND to make enquiries.

c) RC reported that as previously agreed, new higher-capacity drainage pipes have been installed by Shepperton Homes, near the pedestrian entrance of the Community Field. 
d) ND has contacted Lee Norman from SCC Highways regarding the deteriorating surface of the footpath between Moor Lane and the Shop.  LN has agreed to carry out a site visit to assess this.

e) RC stated that the East end of the wall along the triangle at the top of North Lane is collapsing once again.  This was only repaired several years ago. If the wall is to be repaired again it was suggested that it should be made shorter so that it is less likely to be hit by traffic! NC agreed to pass this request to ND to take it up with SCC Highways (emphasizing that it is a safety issue).  
8. PARISH ISSUES
a) RC agreed to speak to Daphne Creed to determine the interest for a defibrillator training course to be held in the Autumn. 
b) A parishioner has suggested that the old telephone box opposite the Mandeville Arms should be brought back into use as an “Information Hub” containing village maps and other useful info.  However, the box door requires some significant repair work before it can be brought back into use.  JC agreed to research some options for this repair work.
9. COMMUNITY FIELD
a) RC has purchased a new drop bolt to replace the missing one from the main entrance gate in addition to some replacement BBQ grills as the existing ones were in poor condition.
10. RISK MANAGEMENT

a) There were no issues.
11. FINANCE
a) The Bank Reconciliation at 30th June 2019 was approved.

b) The Budget Analysis Apr-June 2019 was reviewed.

12. FOOTPATHS

a) RC reported that the double gate on the bridal way alongside the Community Field has collapsed.  This is owned by Ernest Kong who has agreed to replace it.

b) RC has emailed Les Braunton and contacted the landowner to request a galvanized gate to replace the now collapsed stile at the top of Pig Hill on Y10/9 (which is no longer stock-proof). The Clerk agreed to take this repair off the list of Ranger tasks. 
13. PARISH RANGER SCHEME

a) The following tasks were carried out by the Ranger in July:

· Strimmed north lane to moor lane

· Strimmed/hedge cut/cleared out dry ditch moor lane to shop

· Strimmed all hardington signs

· Strimmed seat at prospects farm

· Rubbed down/painted sign post at junction pen hill

· Strimmed hardington moor phone box

· Strimmed bank/triangle around church

· Weed sprayed village hall carpark/behind

· Finished painting church railings (wet sign in place)

b) The following tasks are on the Ranger’s list for August:
· Tidy village hall car park area.
· Strim area around telephone box opposite the Mandeville Arms.

· Carry out repairs to fencing on footpath from Moor Lane to the shop.  RC to liaise with Ranger regarding this.

The PC acknowledges that this issue was historic and has now been resolved and are in agreement to continue to give the VHC their full support.
