Before the meeting commenced there was an opportunity for the public to speak:
The Chairman read out a letter received from Des Hill in support of the Oakenlea planning application.  Des along with several other parishioners felt the proposed design added some much-needed improvements to a poorly designed house and that as many of the surrounding houses have already been significantly extended in size in recent years, this should be no different.  
Several other parishioners then spoke against the application.  They felt that the proposed ridge-line of the extension was far too high on the latest plans.  In addition, concerns were raised that the already built garage did not meet the approved plans in several ways including the roof pitch, height, position, number of windows and materials used.

2. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 15th MAY 2018 (Already Circulated)
The minutes were approved and signed by the Chairman as correct records of the meeting.

3. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

4. MATTERS OF REPORT ARISING FROM THE PREVIOUS MINUTES

5. DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLOR`S REPORTS (BY INVITATION)

Gina Seaton reported that the SSDC re-organisation was on-going and that more information on roles would be available in the next month.
Mark Keating’s report had previously been circulated. MK suggested that as it is unlikely that Hardington verges will be cut by the Council until the end of July, the Parish Council may like to consider contracting someone else to cut the verges in the interim in the interest of safety. MK thought this would be around £250 for half-a-days work. The PC decided that it would be a good idea to get the main junctions cut as they were becoming a hazard. The Clerk agreed to contact John French to determine if he was available to do this in the near future.
MK asked that residents contact him if drain clearance is not carried out to a good enough standard. 

6. PLANNING AND PLANNING APPLICATIONS
a) Planning applications received:

i) App no: 18/01364/FUL The erection of a detached double garage with store above, the erection of a two storey side extension to dwellinghouse (revised application). Location: Oakenlea, West Coker Hill, West Coker. Applicant: Mr & Mrs A King. 

Following discussion, it was agreed the Clerk would write to the planning department stating that given the number of objections, the PC felt the application should be discussed at committee.  They also felt that the planning department should take steps to determine if the approved plans match the actual implementation as this has been brought to question.
RC stated he would put a paragraph in the Messenger requesting parishioners to send copies of their comments on planning applications to the Parish Council, so that the PC are aware of parishioner’s views when discussing an application.

RC also requested that the Clerk write to the planning department requesting greater use of Computer Aided Design(CAD) when submitting applications as it is often quite difficult to determine the visual impact on the landscape of a new development until after it has been erected.

b) There were no applications received after publication of the agenda.
c) The following results of previous applications were received:
i) App no: 18/01197/LBC The Carrying out of internal and external alterations to include formation of en-suite bathroom and installation of new external boiler. Location: Corner Cottage, Bishops Lane. Applicant Mr G Manning. Application approved.
d) There were no results of previous applications received after publication of this agenda.

e) RC reported that he had been in contact with the Moor End Nursery developers and they hoped to start work by the end of the month.
7. HIGHWAYS 
a) ND stated there were no new issues in his monthly report. He had thanked SCC for their work on Primrose Hill and stated that he looked forward to seeing the result once we have some significant rainfall!
b) The contactors have informed ND that work will begin on the disabled parking bay any day now.
c) ND agreed to contact Gary Warren in relation to chasing up the repainting of the “SLOW” signs on Pig Hill and on the corner of the Moor Lane junction.
d) ND reported that some red paint signs had appeared on one section on Y10/51 implying a patch-repair is likely to take place in the near future. The PC feel that much more than a patch-repair is required to make the path safe and ND has agreed to keep on the case!
e) Concerns were raised about the new dwarf wall that has been built around the driveway in front of Partway House on Partway Lane, as it appears to protrude very close to the highway.  It was viewed that the wall would make it difficult for large agricultural vehicles to pass and could be a hazard when driving in the dark.  It was unknown whether the verge was owned by the Council or by the homeowner.  It was agreed the Clerk would write to SCC Highways to query this.
8. PARISH ISSUES
a) There is currently no policy in place to determine what adverts are displayed on the Hardington website. There is currently a mix of local and non-local adverts.  It was agreed that Tim Watkins would contact Brian Messenger to ask if he had any agreements in place with advertisers in the past.  The topic will be put on the agenda for discussion again in July.
9. COMMUNITY FIELD
a) RC reported that the 2 bags of gravel have now been delivered.  He intends to assemble a task-force to help spread the gravel and restore the track.
b) RC stated that after several emails to Chris Cooper, the bins have now been emptied, and has asked Chris to confirm that they will continue to be emptied regularly.

c) JH raised concerns of people not clearing up after their dogs once again and asked if there was anything else that could be done. It was viewed that everything that could be done, already has been.

10. RISK MANAGEMENT

a) There were no issues.
11. FINANCE
a) The Clerks hours for May (20 hours) were approved. 
b) NC stated that the period (4th June 2018 – 13th July 2018) for the exercise of public rights to review and comment on the year’s accounting statements had been advertised.
