Before the meeting commenced there was an opportunity for the public to speak:
A parishioner commented that they had heard reports of Japanese Knotweed growing on the High Street and Bishops Lane. The Chairman replied that this had been discovered and reported several years ago and that nothing has been done about it since.
A Moor Lane resident enquired whether the traffic cones along Moor Lane could be removed now that the site-traffic access route through Royal Oak Farm has proved successful.  The Chairman agreed to contact Shepperton Homes to request the cones are removed.

1. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE 
Apologies were received from Jane Humby and Neil Dyer.
2. COUNCILLORS SIGNING OF DECLARATION OF ACCEPTANCE OF OFFICE.

Following his co-option at May’s meeting, Andy Webb signed the declaration of acceptance of office.
3. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 21st May 2019 (Already Circulated)
The minutes were approved and signed by the Chairman as correct records of the meeting.

4. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

5. MATTERS OF REPORT ARISING FROM THE PREVIOUS MINUTES

6. DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLOR`S REPORTS (BY INVITATION)

Mark Keating’s and Gina Seaton’s reports had been previously circulated. Nicola Clark agreed to resend her report for circulation. GS agreed to send details to the Clerk of a meeting she has arranged with Becky Cotterill, from the SSDC Tourism Office, to discuss promoting tourism in the Coker Ward villages.
MK reported that SCC have allocated £2000 for Health & Wellbeing projects, focusing in the area of youth work.  He will be looking to select 5-6 projects to contribute to.
7. PLANNING AND PLANNING APPLICATIONS

a) The following planning applications were received:

i) App no: 19/01211/HOU Rear single storey extension to existing house, with flat roof and glazed lantern. Location: Cherry Tree Cottage, High Street, Hardington Mandeville. Applicant: Mr & Mrs David Farmery. There were no comments or objections.

ii) App no: 19/01279/LBC Alterations to boundary wall to create a vehicular access. Location: Land North of Tall Elms, Broadstone Lane, Hardington Mandeville. Applicant: Mr G Boord. There were no comments.

b) There were no planning applications received after publication of this agenda.

c) The following result of previous applications was received:

i) App no: 18/03891/FUL The erection of 3 dwellings and formation of a new vehicular access at Land North of Tall Elms, Broadstone Lane. Applicant Mr G Boord. Application approved. The Chairman expressed his disappointment that despite the two Coker Ward District Councilors, the Parish Council and numerous parishioners all objecting, the application was still approved.
d) There were no results of previous planning applications received after publication of agenda.

e) There was no progress update regarding the unapproved mobile home, barn and use of land at Hardington Marsh. The Clerk agreed to contact Tim Wills, SSDC Planning Officer, to ask for an update.
f) The SSDC Planning Weekly List Email Service has been stopped but no reason was given.  The Clerk agreed to contact SSDC Planning Office to enquire as to why this useful service is no longer being provided.

g) There were no other planning issues.

8. HIGHWAYS 
a) ND’s monthly report had been previously circulated and included two road surface issues on Coker Hill and Partway Lane. 
b) The Clerk reported that a private contractor has cut the verges along the main routes into the village and also the main junctions. 
9. PARISH ISSUES
a) The Chairman is still keen to get names from those potentially interested in a defibrillator training course to be held in the Autumn. A resolution was passed to pay for the training once an invoice was received.
b) A parishioner has suggested that the old telephone box opposite the Mandeville Arms should be brought back into use as an “Information Hub” containing village maps and other useful info.  The Chairman asked for volunteers to help get this project of the ground. NC said that the telephone box would require some repairs and painting if it is to be brought back into use.
c) The Chairman thanked Ron Ahern for doing a great job of replacing the notice board opposite the Mandeville Arms.

10. COMMUNITY FIELD
a) RC agreed to purchase a new drop bolt to replace the missing one from the main entrance gate.

b) RC agreed to purchase some replacement BBQ grills as the existing ones were in poor condition.
c) RC reported that some drainage work had been carried out at the Moor End Nursery site but as yet no work has been carried out to increase the capacity on the drain under the road near the community field entrance.
11. RISK MANAGEMENT

a) There were no issues.
12. FINANCE
a) There were no issues raised in the Annual Internal Audit Report. The Chairman thanked Nick Lunt for carrying out the audit.

13. FOOTPATHS

a) RC reported that there was a broken stile at the top of Pig Hill on Y10/9. It was agreed to add it to the list of Ranger tasks. 
b) MW enquired as to whether anything is to be done regarding the deteriorating surface of the footpath between Moor Lane and the shop. NC agreed to contact Neil Dyer to ask him to follow up this issue with SCC highways.
14. PARISH RANGER SCHEME

a) The following tasks were carried out by the Ranger in June:

· Strimmed all village signs

· Strimmed verges on High Street

· Removed weeds from Church wall.

· Pig Hill verges and grit bins strimmed.

· Village Hall weeds removed.

· Moor Lane strimmed.

· Strimmed footpath between Rectory Lane and Broadstone Lane.

· Mandeville Arms Phone box strimmed.

· North Lane verges strimmed.

· Cleared ditches on Pen Hill.

b) The following tasks are on the Ranger’s list for July:
· Finish painting church path railing.
· Repair broken stile on footpath 10/4 (top of the steps on Pig Hill bend).

· Strim footpath (approx. 4 foot wide) from Moor Lane to North Lane (adjacent to Community field)

· Strim around Hardington Moor phone box
· Repair and paint phone boxes.

15. CORRESPONDENCE 
a) A parishioner has contacted the PC concerned that there is Japanese Knotweed growing on the High Street and Bishops Lane. SSDC have been notified.
b) NC stated she had received an enquiry as to whether an exception could be made to the community field event use rules that require music to be silenced by midnight. The PC felt that midnight was late enough and therefore no exception would be made.

16. VILLAGE HALL COMMITTEE UDATE

a) AW reported that the village hall front wall re-pointing was in progress and that internal decorating would follow.  The VHC would like clarification on the PC funds currently available in the VHC reserve as they are looking at funding for their next project which is replacing the flat roof above the entrance hall.
