Before the meeting commenced there was an opportunity for the public to speak:
No items were brought for discussion.

1. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE 
Apologies were received from Andy Webb, Gina Seaton (District Councillor), Nicola Clark (District Councillor) and Neil Dyer.
2. COUNCILLORS SIGNING OF DECLARATION OF ACCEPTANCE OF OFFICE.

The six elected Councillors signed the declaration of acceptance of office.
3. ELECTION OF CHAIRMAN AND SIGNING OF DECLARATION OF ACCEPTANCE OF OFFICE 

Robin Carpenter was elected as Chairman and signed the declaration of acceptance of office.
4. PARISH COUNCIL VACANCIES

Although unable to attend the meeting, Andy Webb had agreed to continue on the PC and was co-opted to fill the last councillor vacancy.  

5. ELECTION OF OFFICERS

a) Ernest Kong was elected as Vice Chairman.

b) Andy Webb was elected as Village Hall Representative.

c) Neil Dyer was elected as Highways Representative.

d) Robin Carpenter was elected as Footpaths Representative.

e) Jane Humby was elected as Parish Environment Officer.

6. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 16th April 2019 (Already Circulated)
The minutes were approved and signed by the Chairman as correct records of the meeting.

7. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

JH declared an interest in discussions re section 10.e).
8. MATTERS OF REPORT ARISING FROM THE PREVIOUS MINUTES

None.
9. DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLOR`S REPORTS (BY INVITATION)

Mark Keating’s and Nicola Clark’s reports had been previously circulated.
10. PLANNING AND PLANNING APPLICATIONS

a) There were no planning applications received after publication of this agenda.

b) The following result of previous applications was received:

i) App no: 19/00824/HOU Erection of single storey front and rear extensions to dwelling house and erection of domestic workshop extension to existing garage. Location: Trelisk, Hardington Moor. Applicant Mr and Mrs A.J.Maclean. Application approved.

c) There were no results of previous planning applications received after publication of agenda.

d) App no: 18/03891/FUL The erection of 3 dwellings and formation of a new vehicular access at Land North of Tall Elms, Broadstone Lane is to be reviewed by SSDC Committee on June 5th, 2.30pm.

e) An SSDC Planning Officer has held a site meeting with the owner regarding the unapproved mobile home, barn and use of land at Hardington Marsh. The owner has stated that the foundations for the 2008 planning permission for the barn were begun 11 years ago.  The planning Officer has said a Lawful Development Certificate will need to be obtained, and evidence to support this gathered from aerial photos etc.
f) There were no other planning issues.

11. HIGHWAYS 
a) ND’s monthly report had been previously circulated. RC reported that there is a deep pothole on Broadstone Lane (near Ferndale). The Clerk agreed to check this has been reported to SCC.
b) Notification of a Temporary Road Closure starting on 18th June 2019 has been received. The stretch of road covered by the closure is Hardington Marsh Road from the junction with Grove Farm Lane, northwards for a distance of 270 metres. Work is expected to last 3 days.

c) Following MK’s enquiry, SCC have once again agreed to top-up the village grit bins using grit bags, at a time when resources allow.

d) It was agreed that the PC would pay for a private contractor to cut back the verges, ideally at the beginning of June, in time for the Horse and Dog Show.  Most attention should be given to hazardous junctions and the main routes into the village. The PC would like to see minimal disruption to roadside flora. 
e) CM enquired if there was any intention for the PC to take any further action following the discussion on introducing village speed limits. As only one person had been in touch in support of this, it was difficult to justify the expensive and intrusive signage that would be needed, and it was therefore decided that no further action would be carried out at this time.
12. PARISH ISSUES
a) The Chairman reported that the cost of defibrillator training from South West Ambulance Service was significantly higher than that offered by AED Locator Ltd (£125).  A resolution was passed to organize a training course with AED Locator on one evening in the Autumn.  RC agreed to advertise for potential interest and availability for this training.  
The Clerk agreed to order new pads for the Defibrillator as the existing ones have reached their expiry date.
13. COMMUNITY FIELD
a) Having received communication from SSDC that they are no longer providing their annual playground inspection service, the Clerk has investigated various alternative options.  The most competitive price received is from “The Play Inspections Company”.  They will inspect 2 facilities (ie play area plus Gym equipment) for £55 plus VAT. Several other local parishes have selected them and they aim to do the inspection in July. A resolution was passed to place an order with this company to carry out the inspection.
14. RISK MANAGEMENT

a) There were no issues.
15. FINANCE
a) The Bank Reconciliation at 31st March 2019 (quarterly and year end) was approved.

b) The Final Budget Analysis for 2018/2019 was discussed.  CM enquired if it would be acceptable for the Messenger committee to apply for some of the budget allocated for village donations. It was agreed that it would be as the Messenger is a valued resource that benefits the whole village.

c) The Annual Internal Audit will be carried out in the next month and the report presented at June’s meeting.

d) A resolution was passed to approve the Annual Governance Statement. 

e) A resolution was passed to approve the Accounting Statements.

f) A resolution was passed to approve the payment for the Parish Council Insurance due 1st June 2019. It was agreed to sign up for the 3 Year LTA which gives a 5% discount.  The annual payment was therefore £482.42 (previous year was £488).  

g) The Clerk’s hours for April (22.5 hours) were approved. 

h) A resolution was passed to pay the following invoice:

16. FOOTPATHS

a) RC reported that SCC were sending letters to the landowners concerned, regarding the application to add a Bridleway at Cold Harbour Lane to the Definitive Map and Statement (ie. the legal record of public rights of way).  If there are no objections to the proposal then the process of approving the application should be straightforward. 
17. PARISH RANGER SCHEME

a) The following tasks were carried out by the Ranger in May:

· Strimmed all village signs

· Footpath between shop and Moor Lane – strimmed, cut back hedge, removed dangerous nails from railings, cleared ditch.

· Strimmed church Triangle and stone wall area at top of North Lane.

· Strimmed around phone box.

· Repaired Hardington Marsh notice board and re-stained.

· Cleared two gullies on North Lane.

· Strimmed footpath opposite Lyatts Lane.

b) The following tasks are on the Ranger’s list for June:
· Finish painting church path railing.
· Strim footpath between Rectory Lane and Broadstone Lane.

· Strim around telephone box opposite the Mandeville Arms

· Strim High street areas in preparation for street fayre.
