Before the meeting commenced there was an opportunity for the public to speak:
No items were brought for discussion.
1. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE 
Apologies were received from Mark Keating (County Councillor).
2. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 17th March 2020(Already Circulated)
The minutes were approved and signed by the Chairman as correct records of the meeting.

3. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

None.
4. MATTERS OF REPORT ARISING FROM THE PREVIOUS MINUTES

The Chairman summarised the events of April/May:

a) The Community Field was closed to the public on 25/03/20 due to COVID-19 Government guidelines.

b) Andrew Middleton has agreed to take over from Neil Dyer as Highways Representative.

c) App Nos: 19/03297/OUT & 19/03296/FUL Amended plans for the Mandeville Arms (reduction from 3 new dwellings to 2 on site grounds.  A letter of objection was submitted to SSDC objecting on the same grounds as before (over-development, car parking and traffic issues).

d) App No: 19/03324/OUT Amended plans for one dwelling at Walnut Tree Farm (reduction from 2 dwellings in previous proposal). A letter stating that the majority of the PC are not opposed to the amended plans for a single dwelling was submitted on 21/04/20.

e) App No: 20/00195/FUL Amended plans for two dwellings on land off Partway Lane (alternative access proposed). The PC agreed to once again object to the amended plans as they still felt the plans did not meet any of the SS2 exception criteria and would still cause more traffic issues in the village.
f) App No: 20/00989/LBC Installation of LPG Combi Gas Boiler at The Cottage, Moor Lane. There were no objections raised.
g) The PC agreed to pay £1800 (inc VAT £300) to Ian Flatt for repair work carried out to the area behind the Village Hall stage.

5a.  DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLOR`S REPORTS (BY INVITATION)

MK and NC’s reports had been previously circulated.
5. PLANNING AND PLANNING APPLICATIONS

a) The following planning application was received:

i) App No: 20/00752/FUL Erection of one dwelling and formation of access, parking and turning area. Location: Land North Of Peach Tree Cottage North Lane, Harington. Applicant: Mr & Mrs Manuel. There were no objections to this application, but the PC agreed a comment should be included that they are still concerned that this is another application for yet another new dwelling in the village, which will once again increase the volume of traffic on the narrow village roads.
b) The following applications were received after publication of this agenda:

i) App Refs: 20/01286/FUL and 20/01287/LBC Proposed erection of 4 dwellings and formation of vehicular access thereto (alternative proposal to 18/03891/FUL). Location: Land North Of Tall Elms Broadstone Lane.  Given that the PC’s main objection to the previous application for 3 dwellings was concerns over the traffic hazard caused by creating an access on this narrow and winding bend, the PC once again unanimously agreed to object to this proposal on the same grounds as before.
ii) App Ref: 20/01311/HOU  Erection of a two storey extension to rear and extension modifications and refurbishment to side of dwelling. Location: Orchard Cottage  Moor Lane. There were no objections.
c) NC reported that App No: 20/00099/HOU Alterations and the erection of a two storey rear and side extension and a car shelter/garden store at Moor Cross, Moor Lane had been approved. 
d) Regarding the unapproved mobile home, barn and use of land at Hardington Marsh, Tim Wills from SSDC, has sent an update stating that the two applications for Lawful Development Certificates (one for the barn and the other for the use of the land) are being processed by the landowner’s solicitors but have been delayed due to the COVID_19 lockdown.
6. HIGHWAYS 
a) The Chair thanked Neil Dyer for all his hard work and achievements as Highways representative and also thanked Andrew Middleton for taking over this role. 
b) AM is continuing to use the same SCC report format that ND used. AM enquired as to whether previous discussions have taken place regarding improving the Moor Lane road surface. RC replied that this was supposed to happen once the Nursery development was completed.  AM reported that he had received an email stating that the repairs to the wall at the top of the North Lane were still on SCC’s list, but that they were currently extremely busy.
c) There was no update regarding flood damage on the Moor Lane to Shop footpath. It was felt that the recently tarmacked area should be increased so that it covers the whole width of the path.  AM to chase this up.
d) NC reported that as per the last two years, John French has agreed to cut back verges at the man junctions and roads around the village.  This would be done for half a day in the last week of May.

e) RC asked AM to chase up progress on the unfinished manhole cover outside the Royal Oak car park.
7. FOOTPATHS

a) The PC are still waiting for a response to their letter to Mr Saint (Rights of Way Officer) asking him to consider fast-tracking the investigation of the Rectory Lane application.  
b) Regarding the right of way between Moor Lane to the Community Field (Y10/50), RC has eventually received a reply from SCC stating that they are very busy and that this is low priority.
c) BW commented that there are several footpaths in the area that are not very clearly marked.  RC replied that it is only a requirement for the footpath to be signed where it meets a highway.

8. PARISH ISSUES

9. COMMUNITY FIELD
a) The PC have received a 50% reduction (£75) in the K M Dyke April ground maintenance invoice as they weren’t working during this period due to lockdown. 
b) BW agreed to take a look at the Rusting goal posts with a view to sanding and repainting them.

12. PARISH RANGER SCHEME

a) The following tasks were carried out by the Ranger in May:

· Cleared North Lane gullies.

· Strimmed banks around the triangle at North Lane junction and around Church wall.

· Strimmed around village signs.

· Clipped back hedge, strimmed and cleared ditch on Moor Lane.
· Painted sign white at Barry lane.
· Fixed footpath sign back in ground at the top of Lyatts on Penn Lane.

b) The following tasks are on the Ranger’s list for June:
· Install new footpath sign (to replace existing) on Y10/18 at the bottom of the steps on Broadstone Lane (near Tall Elms).

· Clear drain near entrance to Walnut Tree Farm, Lyatts.
· Finish painting the lettering black on the ‘Pendomer’ signpost at the bottom on Penn Lane.
· Clear drain on Wimborough Lane (almost opposite sewerage works, before it joins Partway Lane)

· Clear drain on inside bend of North Lane before it joins the Nature Reserve.

13. CORRESPONDENCE 
NC reported that SSDC have launched a new planning enforcement system, details for which have been circulated previously.
14. VILLAGE HALL COMMITTEE UDATE

AW reported that the work behind the Village Hall stage area had been completed and that they have given the go ahead for the roof repairs to be carried out.  
The Village Hall Committee have received the Coronavirus Small Business Grant Fund of £10K from SSDC.
15. MATTERS OF REPORT & ITEMS FOR NEXT MEETING

a) Chairman: RC reported that all the trees from the ‘Great Parish Tree Giveaway’ had now been claimed.
