Before the meeting commenced there was an opportunity for the public to speak:

1. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE 
Ernest Kong (Vice Chairman) and Gina Seaton (District Councillor). 
2. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 16th OCTOBER 2018 (Already Circulated)
The minutes were approved and signed by the Chairman as correct records of the meeting.

3. PARISH COUNCIL VACANCY
Andy Webb of Moor Cottage, Hardington Moor was co-opted to join the Parish Council.  Andy then signed the Declaration of Acceptance of Office and joined the meeting. There is still one vacancy on the Council.
4. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST

While not obliged to declare an interest, for transparency the clerk asked that it be made known that the applicant for the planning application discussed under section 7.a)iii) is a close relative of hers.
5. MATTERS OF REPORT ARISING FROM THE PREVIOUS MINUTES

On behalf of the Parish Council, the Chairman thanked Neil Dyer for the enormous amount of work he carried out from start-to-finish, to get the disabled parking bay project completed. 

RC reported on the SALC area meeting that he attended recently.  The main topics included:.
· A talk from the SCC CEO regarding services, spending and the need to reduce workforce by 10-20% in the next 5 years.

· A talk from the SALC Chairman regarding their change of association

· A talk from Somerset Waste Partnership regarding future plans, anaerobic digestion at Bridgewater, problems with so-called bio-degradable plastic and 3-week interval collections for non-recyclable waste, and the Viridor incinerator at Avonmouth, which will help to achieve SWP’s plans for zero landfill.
6. DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLOR`S REPORTS (BY INVITATION)

Mark Keating, whose report has been previously circulated, discussed several topics:

· The importance of reducing waste especially plastic.

· An update of the Western Corridor project progress.

· Impact of the 2018 Government budget on SCC.

· Anne Frank exhibition in Taunton.

· SCC agreement to re-fill grit bins for this year.

7. PLANNING AND PLANNING APPLICATIONS
a) The following application was received:

i) App no:18/03130/S73 Application to vary condition 2 (approved plans) of approval 17/04198/REM Location: Land adjacent to Finials, Rectory Lane. Applicant: Mr B White. There were no objections.

ii) App no: 18/03130/FUL Demolition of existing building and erection of a detached dwelling with associated access and works (Amendment to extant consented scheme 16/00719/OUT and 17/04198/REM). Location: Land adjacent to Finials, Rectory Lane. Applicant: Mr B White. There were no objections.

iii) App no: 18/03613/HOU Alterations and the erection of a two storey side and front extension to the dwelling house to form an annexe. Location: Hill End House, Hill End. Applicant: Mrs S M Chapman. There were no objections.
b) There were no applications received after publication of the agenda.
c) The following results of previous applications were received:
d) i) App no: 18/02097/HOU The erection of a workshop/shed. Location: 2 Hill End, Hardington Mandeville. Applicant: Mr James Gaylard. Application approved.

ii) App no: 18/03333/HOU The erection of a two storey side extension to replace existing single storey extension. Location: 2 Hill End, Hardington Mandeville. Applicant: Mr James Gaylard.  Application approved.
e) There were no results of previous applications received after publication of this agenda.

f) No progress has been made at the former Moor End Nursery Site. A copy of the sealed order has been received from SSDC, confirming the new road name, Nursery Gardens. 
g) Following several enquiries from parishioners, RC has contacted the SSDC planning team to ask them to investigate the planning status of the mobile home that has recently appeared at Holtens, Hill End.
8. HIGHWAYS 
a) There were 4 new road surface issues this month. Three of these have already been highlighted for repair.
b) It was agreed the repainting of the remaining “SLOW” signs on Pig Hill has been completed. 
c) Notice has been received of a temporary road closure at New Road, from 90m north east of the junction with Common Lane and Bridge Road, north-eastwards for a distance of 40 metres. The road will be closed from 3rd December 2018 and drainage work is expected to last for approximately 5 days.
d)  MK has reported that SCC have now agreed that they will provide a grit-bin re-filling service this year despite previously stating this service would be stopped.  RC has provided a list of current grit-bin volumes to the Clerk.
e) RC reported that he has spoken to the relevant party regarding the large amount of pruned tree debris left on the verge of Rectory Lane and they have agreed to clear it up.

9. PARISH ISSUES
a) There were no issues.
10. COMMUNITY FIELD
a) RC reported that he had installed the new 145 litre litter bin by tying it to the fence with a galvanized steel strap.
b) RC has also purchased a container and some dog-poop bags and attached this to the fence.
c) Gareth Creed has now cut the hedges.  The amount of work involved was a lot more than anticipated and it was agreed to pay Gareth £150.

d) RC agreed to lay some bark chippings at the entrance and exit of the tunnel to absorb the excess rain-water that collects there.

a) The Clerk’s hours for October (21 hours) were approved.

c) The Budget Analysis for 2019-20 was reviewed.  

d) The first draft of the 2019-2020 budget plan was discussed. This was based on last years plan, with the addition of £400 for verge trimming. The Clerk agreed to liaise with ND regarding the requirement for gully clearing in the next year and also to obtain some prices regarding village notice boards. As the general reserve is already quite healthy it was agreed not to increase the precept.
